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SHORTHISTORY

Christ’s College was first established as ‘God’s-
House’  in 1437 by William Byngham, a London parish
priest. Shortly after receiving its Royal Licence from
Henry VI, God’s-House was forced to move from its
original site, as this was needed for the King’s new
project (which was to become King’s College). God’s-
House moved to its present site in 1448 where it was
re-founded as Christ’s College in 1505 by Lady
Margaret Beaufort, mother of Henry VII. Lady
Margaret has been honoured ever since as the
Foundress. The College buildings, which contain
many visual references to the Foundress, now span
over 500 years.

First Court is the oldest part of the College, dating
from the 15th century, where the Chapel, Master’s
Lodge, Dining Hall, Buttery and Library are located.

SHORTHISTORY

The Chapel dates back to the foundation of God’s-
House, in the middle of the 15th century, but was
rebuilt by Lady Margaret Beaufort and consecrated
in 1510.

The Hall, first constructed in the early 16th century,
was rebuilt in 1875-79, retaining the original roof.

In Second Court, The Fellows’ Building was
constructed in 1640-44 and gives access to the
Fellows’ Garden, one of the highlights of which is
Milton’s Mulberry Tree. 

In Third Court, the three buildings which form this
court date from the 19th and 20th centuries. New
Court was designed by Sir Denys Lasdun and dates
from 1969-70. Behind this building, facing onto King
Street, lies the newest of the College buildings,
Staircase 4, completed in 1994.
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YUSUF HAMIED THEATRE

The Yusuf Hamied Theatre is located in the Lasdun
Building which dates from 1969-70. The Theatre was
recently refurbished and was completed in November
2008, ready for conference use in 2009.

The renovated auditorium will seat 120 delegates
theatre style and is equipped with up-to-date
conference equipment and public address systems.
The room is also has an efficient air cooling system.

PLUMB AUDITORIUM

The Plumb Auditorium is a splendid room suitable as
a main lecture room for smaller, more intimate
conferences or as a break out room. With its high
ceilings, superb acoustics and air conditioned
surroundings it is comfortable and spacious. The
room can seat up to 60 delegates around tables.

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THE HALL

The Hall, one of the finest amongst the
Cambridge Colleges, dates from 1857-1879 with
fine stained glass panels, making it a unique
historic setting for lunch, dinner or a banquet.
There is seating for up to one hundred and ten
delegates in the main body of the room and a
further twenty can be seated in the gallery above.
It can also be used for buffet/receptions for
groups of up to one hundred and fifty.
Whilst the Hall is a stunning setting in daylight,
its true beauty can be fully appreciated in the
evening with candlelit tables and soft lighting.

OLD COMBINATION ROOM

A delightful room, panelled with pine, giving the
room a warm, rich feel.  It is an ideal setting for
formal dinners for the smaller conference,
seating up to thirty six delegates. It can also be
used for a buffet/reception for up to fifty five
delegates. Adjoining this room there are doors
that open onto the Minstrels’ Gallery where
guests can view the Hall below.

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MOUNTBATTEN ROOM

This is an elegant dining room, named after one of
Christ’s famous alumni, Lord Louis Mountbatten.
With seating for up to twenty this is an ideal setting
for a small lunch party or intimate candlelit dinner in
complete privacy. It can also be used for less formal
occasions such as buffet receptions.

THE UPPER HALL

A modern, self-service dining Hall seating up to 90
delegates at any one time. It is used for breakfast for
all conferences.

THE BUTTERY

A beamed room located in First Court close to the
Hall and over looking the College Chapel and other
buildings dating back to the early 16th century,
making it the perfect location for drinks before and
after meals.

ACCOMMODATION

Accommodation is available for up to 150 delegates in
study bedrooms, of which 120 are en-suite. All other
accommodation has shared facilities on a ratio of 2
to 3 delegates per bathroom.

Rooms are centrally heated, and bed linen is provided
with duvets in covers, bath and hand towels, as well
as a complimentary welcome pack. Tea and coffee
making facilities are in each room and replenished
daily. Smoking is not permitted in any of our
bedrooms.

Some rooms in College are on the ground floor level
and suitable for disabled visitors. All rooms are
located throughout College in either modern or
traditional buildings. Most rooms are accessed by at
least one small flight of stairs but in some cases
more.  All rooms are conveniently located within a
short walk of the dining halls and meeting rooms.
